CREMATION

Practiced for over 6,000 years, cremation has been
gaining popularity in Canada over the last several
decades. It is now preferred over casket burial by

a large majority of British Columbians, and the Port
Coquitlam cemetery has expanded our services for
memorializing cremated remains.

Scattering Garden & Memorial Book

The cemetery has created tranquil gardens dedicated
to laying to rest a loved one who has been cremated
for scattering and inscribing a lasting remembrance in
the Memory Book about a departed relative or friend.

Columbarium

In ancient Rome, a columbarium - Latin for dovecote -
was a place where birds nested. Today, it's an above-
ground vault with niches to provide a dignified resting
place for a loved one’s cremated remains. The
cemetery features a majestic columbarium as another
option after cremation.

Other Memorial Options
Unigue memorial markers may include boulders,
bronze plaques, granite markers and pedestal niches.
